Going to can express a prediction based on a present fact. There is
evidence now that something is sure 10 happen. We can see the future
from the present,

Careful! That glass is going to fall over. Too late!

Look at that blue sky! It’s going to be a lovely day.

* We use going to when we have physical evidence to support our

prediction.

It's going to rain. (Look at those black clouds.)

* Wecan use will when there is no such outside evidence. Our
prediction is based on our own personal opinion. It can be more
theoretical and abstract.

The glass will break if it falls. (This is what happens to glasses
that fall.)
